Education: Bachelor’s degree in chemistry, anthropology, anatomy, physiology, or biology and a graduate degree in human biology or anthropology. A Master’s or Ph.D. will qualify you to begin an investigative career.

Job Duties: They testify in court to give evidence of what happened to a deceased individual, adding insight to what trauma or disease was affecting them based on their skeletal remains.

Salary: when hired for federal public health services, an average salary of $75,000-$95,000 is expected.
