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Otolaryngologist
Education: 15 years of college and post-graduate training. Four years of medical school, and at least five years of specialty training. Then they must pass an exam to be certified, and then most otolaryngologists get specialty training in one or two areas for two years.

Responsibilities: Treat, advise, and prescribe for allergies, facial and plastic surgery, cancers in the head and neck, disorders of the larynx including voice and swallowing problems, ear infections and other problems, children with birth defects of the head and neck, and disorders of the nose.

Salary: average of $350,000
